A range of STEM workshops were presented by the University of Waikato in order to encourage
possible scientific and digital career paths. Senior students participated in workshops related to
engineering, biomedical science, and digital technology. Our tauira were introduced to a breadth of
information that can only be obtained from a post-secondary institution. From sophisticated web
design and programming to studying the atomic structure of metals using a $90,000 electron
microscope and, gaining deeper understanding of the quaternary architecture of lethal viruses. It
goes without saying, that our tauira were extremely fortunate to have access to equipment that is
beyond the means of a high school. Students departed with a more favourable view of the
opportunities a STEM career pathway could possibly provide.
