I am excited to bring you an update packed with the latest happenings from our school. With the number of 
opportunities available, could I ask that if you are reading this, please take some time to have a chat with 
your student about participating in the opportunities they have available here. 

At Tamatea, we uphold the value of Kia Whakauru - participation, and we encourage every student to get 
involved. For Term 2, House Leaders have organised House Wero. So far we have had Basketball, a NZ Music 
Month Quiz and Relays.

The opportunity for our students to explore 
mātauranga with a focus on traditional methods of preparing kai, the responsibilities of the ringawera (the person behind the scenes 
preparing kai on the marae), and the importance of this role in showing hospitality for manuhiri, is special for those Year 12 students 
who were involved. 

As we look ahead, we're excited to celebrate Matariki on Thursday, June 27th, with a day filled with fun learning opportunities for our 
students to honour Matariki in 2024. 

Lastly, we extend an invitation to our Hui Whāinga - Goal Setting meetings. These are scheduled for Rumaki and Year 9 homerooms on 
Wednesday 3rd and Thursday 4th July, and for all whānau groups (Years 10—13) on Wednesday 3rd July. Parents, caregivers, and 
whānau are invited to join each student for a 30-minute session to discuss learning progress and establish plans for Term 3. Whether in 
person, via phone, or through Zoom, we value the bringing together of whānau, kaiako and ākonga to support our students' goals.
